Apocalyptlc the,end of cmhzaj?m;:r—‘éﬂe\ toa
potentially existential catastrophe such as nuclear
war, epidemic (infectious diseases), impact event,
etc.) as in Ezekiel and Revelation.



Gog and Magog...

are sometimes individuals, sometimes
peoples, and sometimes geographic regions.

The passages from Ezekiel and Revelation in

particular have attracted attention due to their
prophetic descriptions of conflicts said to
occur near the "End times".
